Project
To fulfill the requirements of this course, a three part project is required.  The three parts consist of: 

· Development of a framework for a unit of instruction that is enhanced by the use of technology

· Complete development of a sample lesson from that unit including lesson plans, technology based activities, materials development, instructional strategy development, and assessment processes

· Design of a professional development activity based upon the completed sample lesson intended to relay to colleagues the nature of the ways in which the technology enhancements and associated pedagogical approach will improve the prospects for student achievement throughout the unit. 
The unit of instruction must be one that contains content you will be able to teach this quarter. The unit and the fully implemented lesson must demonstrate ways in which technology tools and experiences can be integrated into the curriculum.

The benchmark assignment will be assessed with a multi-part rubric that addresses each component of the project.  A single over all evaluation of the project will result from the application of this rubric.

Field Experience

In addition, a field experience is required in which the sample lesson is delivered in a classroom setting and the associated professional development activity is delivered to colleagues in your school.  
· For the lesson activity, develop a written reflection on the experience, an evaluation of the integrated technology activities for students (tool and/or task), an evaluation of the appropriateness of the assessment tool used (with student input on development and/or review) and ideas of redesign for future use.
· For the professional development activity, develop a written reflection of the process and its impact on the participants.

Photos or video made during the lesson implementation and professional development activity should be included in this write up. If possible, consider inviting a colleague to be an observer for later feedback.  This field experience accounts for one-third of the credit hours for this course and the product associated with it must be of sufficient significance as to warrant that credit.
